International, Inc. Policies: 

 

Policy 2 - Address Information 

Modified to change the caption, to add a new paragraph (b) 

and renumber the remaining paragraphs and to provide in 

newly renumbered paragraph (e) that address labels/

information shall be provided to International Board mem-

bers and to members, and further to provide that members 

may request that the memberõs address label/information 

may not be released. 

 

Policy 4 ð ASTRA 

Modified to provide that International Board of Directors 

must approve the ASTRA bylaws and the ASTRA manual. 

 

Policy 7 - Bylaws, Resolutions and Recommendations 

Modified to provide that Governors must report proposed 

amendments to the Bylaws as well as resolutions and rec-

ommendations coming from their District Conference to the 

BRR Committee within 15 days following the Conference. 

 

Policy 21 ð Fiscal Policies of International 

Modified (c) to change dollar amount to general reference of, 

òthe balance of the accounts not to exceed the amount in-

sured by the FDIC.ó 

 

Modified (d) to provide guidance on how and when line item 

expenditures can be adjusted from the budget. 

 

Modified (f) to better align names of accounts with current 

non-profit accounting terms and to designate the first 

$75,000 of Net Assets, Unrestricted as undesignated and 

the balance as Board-Designated Net Assets. 

 

Policy 64 ð Governorsõ Council 

Modified to expand the activities of the Governorsõ Council. 

 

Policy 65 ð Personnel Committee 

Adopted in July 2010 but inadvertently omitted from publica-

tion is included in this publication.

vised (b) to eliminate reference to classification. 

 

Article VIII:  Meeting of the Board of Directors, Section 1, 

Meeting ð Revised (a) (i) to permit email and fax notices. 

 

 

District Bylaws 
 

Article VII:  Board of Directors, Section 1, Composition ð Re-

vised to clarify that having directors on the District Board is 

optional. 

 

Article XI:  Officers, Section 1, Elected Officers ð Revised to 

clarify line of succession if vacancy in offices occur. 

 

Article XII:  Duties of Officers, Section 7, Removal from Dis-

trict Board of Directors ð Revised (a) and (b) to change refer-

ences from District Officers to member of District Board of 

Directors.

What to do in and around Sandy Springs...  
 

If you are coming early to Conference or staying later or just have the free time on Saturday 

afternoon, there is plenty to do in Sandy Springs and the metro Atlanta area. 

 

Home to the original springs for which Sandy Springs is named, Heritage Green is a four-acre city 

park located in the heart of Sandy Springs. The park, a natural gathering place for the community, 

was saved from commercial development in the mid 1980õs. Located in the park is the Williams-

Payne House and Museum. 

(http://www.heritagesandysprings.org/The-Wiliams-Payne-House-Museum/).  

 

Sandy Springsõ newest park is the Morgan Falls Overlook Park in Sandy Springs which provides a 

tremendous view of the Chattahoochee River. The park contains a historic stacked stone chimney 

which is believed to be a former home site during the late 1800õs. Nearby is the historic Morgan 

Falls Dam and hydroelectric plant built in 1904 and is run by Georgia Power to generate power.  

 

The Georgia Commission on the Holocaust's Anne Frank Project is currently hosted by the City of 

Sandy Springs. Included in the exhibit is òAnne Frank in the World 1929 to 1945,ó a 

photographic exhibit of a Georgia WWII veteran William Alexander Scott III, òWitness to the 

Holocaustó and middle and high student art.  (http://holocaust.georgia.gov ). 

 

As you travel about Sandy Springs, keep an eye out for the Town Turtles.  The turtles are 56ó tall 

òshelled ambassadors.ó  They were a community art/fund raising project and were on display 

during the summer of 2005. Many turtles have left the area or are now in private gardens and 

businesses, there are a few still on display in public places. 

 

In need of a nature walk after sitting for two days?  There are trails along the Chattahoochee River 

which forms the western boundary of the city of Sandy Springs. One is Riverside Park in Roswell, 

just a few miles north of the hotel; the entire trail is 7 miles. Visit the Chattahoochee Nature Center 

before or following your walk (http://www.chattnaturecenter.org/ ).  Cochran Shoals is part of the 

National Park Service Chattahoochee River National Recreation Area. By April, boating should also 

be available nearby. There is a fee for parking at Cochran Shoals. 

 

Unfortunately for you sports fans, the Braves will be out of town Conference weekend. There is 

plenty that can substitute for the game.  Downtown Atlanta is easily accessible via MARTA. Once 

downtown, you can visit : 

 

The World of Coca Cola is a 10 minute walk from the MARTA Peachtree Center Station,  (http://

www.worldofcoca-cola.com/); The Georgia Aquarium is next door, (http://www.georgiaaquarium.org/);  

And Imagine It! The Childrenõs Museum of Atlanta is across the street, (http://

www.childrensmuseumatlanta.org/).  If you donõt want to go all the way downtown, stop in Midtown 

and visit the High Museum of Art, (http://www.high.org ). 

 

If shopping is on your must-do-list, Perimeter Mall (www.perimetermall.com/ ) is nearby. You can 

drive or the hotel will shuttle you over. Make arrangements to be picked up at the end of your 

shopping spree.

DISTRICT THREE FOUNDATION 

S 
o our District Three Foundation is not really a secret, 

but I wonder if our membership realizes the benefits 

it holds for our clubs and participates in it as much as 

they could. As Governor-Elect I am òassignedó as a liaison to 

the Foundation Board during my tenure. Just to be clear, the 

District Foundation is a separate and distinct entity apart 

from the International Foundation. Both Foundations bene-

fit our communities and assist our clubs and both are im-

portant entities for our membership to support. 

 

I have now seen firsthand how much work and dedication 

the District Foundation Board members, a small group of Al-

trusans, commits which in turn results in numerous poten-

tial benefits for our membership. Back in 1991 some in-

sightful members of our District created the Foundation, in 

fact the 20 year anniversary will be celebrated at District 

Conference this year. The Foundation was originally created 

to support club efforts in their community service projects. It 

started out with two funds restricted for literacy and voca-

tional efforts and has expanded to six funds, a scholarship 

fund, and grant opportunities. 

 

É Each year clubs are recognized for their projects 

 through the Foundation Awards which also provide a 

 monetary benefit to the winning club. 

 

É The Foundation has created a Grants Program where 

 clubs can apply for funds for community service  

 projects. 

 

É The Foundation also offers clubs the opportunity to 

 work in conjunction with the Foundation to obtain funds 

 from our communities. 

 

For a club to effectively raise funds for its projects and pro-

vide to the donors a tax benefit, each club either needs to 

have its own separate tax exempt organization, have a 

Foundation which is umbrellaed under the International 

Foundation or work in conjunction with the District Founda-

tion. Many clubs have created their own separate Founda-

tion which is umbrellaed under the International Foundation 

and reports back to International each year. Some clubs can-

not afford to incorporate a separate Foundation, either finan-

cially or physically. A separate club Foundation also requires 

a separate board of directors. To help our District Clubs the 

District Foundation started a program wherein clubs can use 

the benefits of the District Foundationõs tax exempt status to 

raise funds for each clubs projects and programs which are 

in furtherance of the District Foundationõs purposes. To do 

so, the club must make application to the Foundation and 

follow specific criteria. In turn, the Foundation holds the 

funds for the club and distributes them to specific charitable 

projects and programs, which are in furtherance of the Foun-

dation purposes, and within the Clubõs application for assis-

tance. The Foundation is presently updating the process for 

application for this support.  

 

All clubs need to have some mechanism in place for their 

fundraising efforts;  either its own 501(c)(3) status, Interna-

tional Foundation coordination or working with the District 

Three Foundation, in order to validate our efforts and give 

the donors a solid basis for their contributions. If you do not 

already, please consider using the resources available to you 

to make your clubõs fundraising efforts more beneficial to 

you and the donors.  

 

More information on the International Foundation is availa-

ble from Altrusa International Foundation and the District 

Foundation will be presenting a workshop at conference on 

the benefits of the District Foundation.  In addition, I am al-

ways willing to discuss this topic with any club member. I 

have worked closely with my own club foundation, which 

works in conjunction with the International Foundation, re-

searched the District Foundationõs ability to assist and un-

derstand the requirements to make it all work. Be sure to ap-

ply for Foundation awards, grants and support both the Inter-

national and District Foundations.

ponsoring a new member is arguably the most im-

portant responsibility of every Altrusan.  Upon spon-

soring a new member, one takes on the all-important 

role of new-member sponsor.  Avoid at all cost the pitfall of 

sponsoring and abandoning.  This can result in the waste of 

a very valuable Altrusan.  The role of the sponsor begins 

when an Altrusan approaches a person about becoming an 

Altrusan and continues until that person is a productive Al-

trusan. 

 

Letõs review some of the official duties of a sponsor.  First, 

as sponsor, you must discuss Altrusa, its organization and 

financial expectations with a prospective member.  Future 

members surely deserve to have the facts surrounding the 

organization to which they are considering membership.  

Then assist the prospect in obtaining and filling out the nec-

essary paperwork.  Make sure the paperwork safely reach-

es the correct hands.  Keep the expectant member in-

formed regarding the progress of the application.  Once the 

application has completed its journey through the channels, 

be sure to inform the applicant of the success of the appli-

cation and offer congratulations.  Your next duty as a spon-

sor is to attend the initiation ceremony during which your 

prospect is inducted into the club.  You will probably be 

asked to stand with your new member and perhaps assist 

in presenting him/her with the Altrusa Club pin and official 

name tag.  Finally, a sponsor should accompany the new 

member to the orientation session where he/she is official-

ly briefed regarding the local and international organization.  

Here the new member should receive samples of the clubõs 

printed materials, a club yearbook, a copy of local and inter-

national bylaws, and a copy of the Altrusa Encyclopedia. 

 

Now that the new member has successfully navigated the 

circuitous route to membership, the attentive sponsorõs job 

is to get the new member involvedñan important key to a 

sense of belonging and enjoying membership.  Here are 

some suggestions that many have found helpful in unwrap-

ping the potential of a new members.  First, discuss these 

three basic commitments:  they must attend the meetings in 

order to get to know the members and to learn how to be an 

Altrusan; they must volunteer in order to get involved and let 

the members know where their interests and talents lie; they 

must sponsor other Altrusans to ensure the survival of the 

club.  Follow through with these common-sense suggestions: 

 

1 Offer to give the new member a ride to meetings.  Sit 

with her/him for introductions during several meetings 

 until new friends are formed and the new member is 

 comfortable alone. 

 

2 Talk about your new member when you are with other Al-

trusans.  This helps the members to get to know the real 

 person through your eyes. 

 

3 Encourage your sponsoree into leadership roles that co-

incide with his/her areas of expertise.  Remind mem-

 bers who are looking for leaders in various roles that 

 your new person is qualified. 

 

4 Our Gainesville club Vice President Wendy Bice suggest-

ed that sponsors should arrange shadowing experiences 

 for their new members with people in charge of projects, 

 so that they will not òfeel daunted by taking over a pro-

 ject in the future.ó 

 

5 Our District Three Treasurer Angela Perry reminded us to 

òensure that your new member is getting the electronic 

 communications.ó 

 

6 If your new Altrusan misses a meeting, give a call to let 

the new member know he/she was missed. 

 

7 Be a good role model, and go out and sponsor another  

Altrusan. 

 

Most of all, enjoy your new member and the process of turn-

ing him/her into a model Altrusan.  This is the life blood of  

Altrusa.
