Instructions for Applying for Joey Robison Scholarship for Non-Traditional Students
By an Altrusa District Three Club

1. One application per club year for the Joey Robison Scholarship for Non-Traditional Students may be submitted to Linda Robison, 977 Morning Ride Drive, Columbus, NC  28722 by a District Three Altrusa club.  The postmark deadline for submission to Linda Robison each year is March 31st.  Funds for this scholarship are held in a restricted fund with the Altrusa District Three Foundation. The number of scholarships provided each year to clubs in District Three is at the discretion of the Altrusa District Three Foundation in accordance with the funds available in this restricted fund.
2.  It is the responsibility of the club to make available to potential scholarship winners the information needed to apply.  It is recommended that local tech schools and colleges/universities be contacted to provide the scholarship information to students who qualify.
3. The Altrusa club will establish a committee to review the applications received and choose one to submit to Linda Robison for approval.  The club will send to Linda Robison the individual’s application along with the two recommendations.

4. When a club is sent the scholarship check, the club is requested to contact former governor Linda Robison of the date chosen to present the scholarship to the recipient.  If at all possible, she will personally attend to present the scholarship winner with the check.  If she is unable to attend, she will mail a letter to the club to present to the recipient.
