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This is your logo - use it well! The official Altrusa logo is one that we can all be proud to display. Keep in mind however, that there are guidelines for its use and that these guidelines should always be adhered to – especially with regard to being respectful of the logo. In other words – it should never be used in any way that might make Altrusa look bad.

· Some uses of the logo may require authorization by the International Office. If you have any questions call the International Office at 312-47-4410 or e-mail altrusa@altrusa.com.
· Most common uses of the logo require no authorization – so go ahead with things like letterhead, brochures, manuals, programs, yearbooks, newsletters, etc. Image building items such as banners, mugs, plaques, decals, etc. are all great ways to make the Altrusa name and logo recognized in your community.

· When working with a printing company it may be helpful to know that the color that we identify as “Altrusa blue” is in fact PMS 287. This color should be readily available in the Pantone Matching System used by most professional printers.
