District Three Extension Award

District Three, Altrusa International, Inc.

District Three has taken a leadership role in doing something about the decline in membership being experienced throughout our organization. It has developed a strong plan for extension, usable training materials, a support system and monetary support that removes some of the financial burden of extension from the clubs.

The District has not stopped there, however. It ensures that clubs are recognized immediately for a completing a job that is vital to the future of our organization.

This program of recognition and giving monetary awards at the time a club is chartered is critical to moving the expansion of Altrusa as an organization into a higher priority among the clubs in District Three. The award system described below supports work toward this critical need. It is important that we continue to promote the importance of "giving Altrusa away." If we pass on the idea that Altrusa is an outstanding organization for qualified leaders, we give away the best we have to offer, and growth becomes an integral part of our success. When growth becomes not only an integral part of our success, but a top priority among clubs, the organization benefits as an entity, and the clubs also benefit from the recognition and the monetary award.

Criteria for District Three Extension Award

The award is determined by this method:

1. Points for time in which club is chartered, in reference to most recent Conference

First - three points (first club chartered after April 30)

Second - two points (second club chartered after April 30)

Third - one point (third club chartered after April 30)

2. One point for each Charter Member

Example: 20 Charter Members = 20 points

30 Charter Members = 30 points

3. One point for each member in the new club as of April 1 (immediately prior to the District Conference)

Example: 24 members = 24 points

4. All points are totaled to determine first, second and third places

First, second and third places receive certificates.

To further explain the rationale behind the point system, we offer these points:

1. The District Conference is used as a reference point to encourage those clubs that are considering extension to get busy, while what they learned at Conference is still fresh in their minds and to make extension a higher priority in their club.

2. The number of members at the time of chartering is used to encourage the clubs to charter with more than the minimum of 20 members. This gives both clubs an edge. The extending club takes more points into the competition for the Extension Award, and the newly chartered club gains a stronger beginning.

3. Using the number of members in the newly chartered club the following April 1 gives some indication of

whether the extending club was continuing to be involved with its new club to ensure its growth and strength.

 No additional points are awarded if a club builds more than one club because the numbers of members in the new club(s) at the time of chartering and immediately prior to Conference virtually assures that the club that builds more than one club is the winner.
